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METHOD OF INSTALLATION

When using the ER-1076 in those regions that require it to be equipped with a drawer with 4 slots
for bill and 8 slots for coin denominations, it is necessary to fix the ER-1076 on a table.

Hereunder is described the method of fixing the ER-1076 on a table by use of suppiied fixtures.

{1) Choose a flat table.

(2) Lay down the machine so that its left side faces downward. (Lay soft cloth under the
machine to prevent its cabinet from being hurted.)

(3) With the cushion area of fixtures directed to the machine bottom, fix them in two holes at
the left side (looking from the front) so that the drawer bottom plate can be inserted in U-
shaped grooves of the fixtures. These fixtures must be fitted in the same direction.

Insert deep into the groove.
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(4) Peel off protective seal from the cushion area. The adhesive area reveals itself. Don't lay table
cloth on the table because the adhesive area directly contacts it. Also clean the surface of

the table.

(6) Stand the machine, and slightly press it down to fix the adhesive face of each fixture firmly
on the table.

(6) Now, the machine is fixed tight on the table. In case you want to remove the machine to
another place, move it to the left looking from the front to detach it from the table.
A fixture looses its adhesive properties if once used. If you need fixtures, purchase from your

dealer.
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
